LAWN CARE POLICY / AGREEMENT
DEFINITION:
  lawn care refers to mowing, trimming, edging, raking, digging, planting, and other yard or lawn care activities exercised by Kirbyville Housing Authority (KHA) maintenance staff or contractors.

Residents subject to KHA’s lawn care charge ($15.00/mo) may perform their own lawn care and be exempted from this charge.  Residents choosing to do so must abide by the following rules and sign this document as a contract with KHA.

1. Resident must provide own lawn care equipment and fuel, etc. or rent equipment from KHA.  This includes lawnmower, weedeater, trimmer, rake, hoe, hedge trimmer, etc.

Rental rate is:


$20.00 for lawnmower/trimmer/weedeater per use


$10.00 for hedge trimmer per use


$5.00   for rake/hoe per use

This must be paid by check or money order.

2. Resident will be held responsible and liable for any injury or damage to property caused by his/her performance of these lawn care activities.  Resident must carry household insurance to this effect and be willing to provide documentation of the insurance to KHA.  The resident releases KHA from any responsibility or liability for such injury or damage.

3. Resident must schedule the use of the lawn care equipment with the management (office).

4. Resident must perform lawn care within 24 hours of the same activity performed by maintenance staff or contractors for KHA.

5. Lawn care performed by the resident must have the same appearance and quality of work as performed by maintenance staff or contractors.  (Grass mowed at the same height, trimming, etc.)

6. Residents must not store lawn equipment or tools out of doors or in the apartment.  The storeroom may be used for this purpose, but only if equipment does not contain fuel, oil, or other flammable materials at the time of storage.

7. Resident must not store fuel, oil, or other flammable materials in apartment or storeroom.  No containers with these materials may be stored in any portion or the dwelling or in the yard.  For residents wishing to use their own equipment this means that only the amount necessary for each mowing or lawn care activity should be purchased.  Fuel or oil, etc. left in equipment must be emptied and disposed of off-premises (any part of KHA property) before storing equipment.

8. If resident wishes to use KHA equipment, they must not add any fuel, oil, or other materials to equipment or perform any maintenance or repair activity on the equipment.  This must be done by KHA maintenance staff.

9. Resident may rake leaves, but must leave them in their own yards to be picked up by the maintenance staff on Fridays.  No resident may at any time burn leaves or dump leaves anywhere on or near project grounds.  

10. No lawn care activity may be performed by residents before 8:30 a.m. or after 4:30 p.m.

11. All lawn care equipment rented or otherwise obtained from KHA must be returned daily no later than 4:30 p.m.  It may not be picked up before 8:30 a.m.  No equipment or tools rented or otherwise obtained from KHA may be kept overnight by the resident.

12. All lawn care activity is subject to supervision and/or approval by KHA staff.

13. Failure to conduct lawn care activities in accordance with items 3 through 8 of this policy will result in a fine of $30.00 (per violation) to the resident, payable by check or money order and termination of lease proceedings if violations represent threat or compromise of safety or welfare o other residents or KHA as a whole.

14. All residents may tend flowerbeds in front of their apartments without affecting the other terms of this policy.  However, residents must not extend flowerbeds beyond 24 inches from apartment without expressed written consent from the management (office) and no plants may be planted/maintained in the beds that management has a reasonable objection to.  All shrubs must be approved by the management (office).  All flowerbeds must have a solid border.

15. No objects may be placed in the yards or porches (refer to lease) that do not meet the approval of the management (office).

16. The provisions of this policy pertaining to lawn maintenance are applicable for only those residents who are not elderly and/or handicapped.  Those individuals to whom lawn care charges are not assessed must not engage in any of the activities covered by the lawn care performance option, which includes mowing, trimming, hedging, weedeating, raking, hoeing, and planting grass and shrubs.  This item does not affect the resident’s privilege to tend the flowerbed around his/her apartment.

17. TRASH REMOVAL:  Residents are responsible for keeping their yard and surrounding areas free of all trash, debris, mowing obstacles, cigarette butts, etc.  Any time maintenance personnel or management observes your yard or surrounding area to have an excessive amount of trash, a $10.00 charge will be added to your rent. (This can result in multiple $10.00 charges each month.)
