VEHICLE POLICY
1. All resident-owned vehicles must have a valid parking permit specifically assigned to them to park in the parking lot.  Permits can be picked up in the office during business hours.  If you get a different vehicle, you can transfer a current permit to the new car, by reporting the change to the office and placing the permit in the new vehicle.  Parking permits are only valid if the vehicle they are in matches the information we have in the office.

2. The office will only issue up to two parking permits per apartment.  If the household only has one licensed driver, no more than one permit will be issued.  

3. If space permits (and does not prevent another eligible resident from parking), a parking permit can be issued to a provider or a family member who acts as a provider of an elderly and/or disabled resident.  Residents are responsible for getting the permit back from the provider to turn into the office at move-out, or in the event the provider no longer works for you.

4. All permits issued to a household must be turned in at move-out.  A $10.00 charge per permit will be deducted from the security deposit if the permit is not returned.  

5. A $10.00 fee must be paid before a lost or misplaced permit can be replaced.

6. Guests must park in designated visitor spaces or on the street.  Any vehicle without a valid parking permit parked in a non-visitor space is subject to towing at the owner’s expense.  Warnings are posted on vehicle windshields when a violation is noted.  Failure to move the vehicle promptly or repeated violations will result in the vehicle being towed.

7. You cannot wash a vehicle on the premises.

8. Vehicles that are in an inoperable condition or with noticeable leaks must be removed from the premises.  Other than changing a tire or adding fluids, you may not perform any other repair work on a vehicle on our premises.  This means no oil changes or any other work!

9. All vehicles on the premises must have current registration, inspection, and proof of insurance at all times and are driven only by a licensed driver.

10. Do not display any “For Sale” signs on a vehicle while parked on Pecan Grove property.

11. Vehicles cannot be driven beyond the parking lot (on the grass) for any reason.

12. Vehicles may not be parked in the driveways.  

MLK Section Only: If you live in an apartment beside the driveway in the MLK Section, you may stop in front of your apartment only as long as it takes to unload children, groceries, etc.  The vehicle must be moved to the parking lot as soon as you are done unloading.  No longer than 15 minutes.
13. Parking is on a first come first park basis.  Parking spaces are not assigned to a specific apartment.  Any resident with a valid permit may park in the closest available space in the parking lot to their apartment. You must have a handicap tag to park in handicap spaces.
14. Teenage Drivers: Please note that when your child receives a valid state driver’s license, a copy of the driver’s license must be placed in your resident folder.  This is so that we can issue a parking permit if needed and to ensure that no unlicensed driver is driving on Pecan Grove property.  Any unlicensed teen driver will receive a lease violation.
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
